37th Infantry Division

The 37th “Buckeye” Division, a National Guard organization, was inducted into federal service on 15
October 1940 at Columbus, Ohio, and moved to Camp Shelby, Mississippi, five days later where it underwent
intensive training. Activated as a “square” division, the unit consisted of the 73d Infantry Brigade, consisting of
the 145th and 148th Infantry Regiments, the 74th Infantry Brigade, consisting of the 147th and 166th Infantry
Regiments, and the 62d Field Artillery Brigade. On 16 January 1942 the 166th Infantry Regiment was relieved
from its assignment to the division.

On 1 February 1942 the division was redesignated the 37th Infantry Division and reorganized as a
“triangular” division consisting of the 145th, 147th and 148th Infantry Regiments. In April 1942 the 147th
Infantry Regiment was relieved from the division. On 31 July 1943, the 129th Infantry Regiment was assigned
to the division.

Following service in the Pacific Theater of Operations, the division was inactivated on 18 December
1945, at Camp Anza, California.

In 1942 a typical infantry regiment consisted of a headquarters and band, a headquarters company, a
service company, an anti-tank company, a cannon company, and three infantry battalions.

In March 1943 the basic infantry regiment was reorganized to include a headquarters, a headquarters
company, a service company, an anti-tank company, and three infantry battalions.

Each of the three infantry battalions consisted of a headquarters and headquarters company, three rifle
companies and a heavy weapons company. Within each regiment, the 1st Battalion consisted of Companies A
through D, the 2d Battalion consisted of Companies E through H, and the 3d Battalion consisted of Companies
| through M (there was no Company J).
